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Preps celebrating 100 days of school ï This Friday our Prep students will celebrate a 100 

days of schooling. They have some fantastic celebratory activities lined up, including a 

parade, which we will photograph and share with the community next week. Well done to all 

the kids, parents and teachers for their support in making this significant milestone. I am 

always blown away with how quickly Prep students progress and adapt to the routines and 

structures of formal schooling. After what has been a pretty disrupted year, the students have 

really settled in well and have been engaged in some really progressive learning activities. 
 

Parent teacher interviews – On Monday 10th August, no students will attend school as it is 

one of our designated ‘pupil free’ days. All parents will be able to book a formal online 

interview with their child’s teacher, via Compass, for a personal meeting on this day. At 

your designated time you will get a Zoom meeting invitation and be placed in the virtual 

‘waiting room’ until your interview begins. This is a formal part of our assessment and 

reporting schedule, so please make the most of this opportunity and remember to book your 

meeting time as soon as it becomes available. The main purpose of the interview is to 

inform parents about the recent transition back to school after remote learning, and to give 

parents a brief snapshot of learning based on up to date assessments, with a focus on 

personalised learning goals. 
 

Crossing Supervisors ï Safe traffic flow is vitally important around our school grounds. 

Please remind your kids to only use the supervised crossings, and please do not park in a 

manner that might obstruct the supervisor’s duty. We have very specific parking limitations 

and speed restrictions outside the school, so please do the ‘right thing.’ 
 

Swimming Program - All Foundation – Grade 4 students were due to have their annual 

Swimming Program in Week 7 and 8 of this term, at the Geelong Aquatic Centre. Due to 

ongoing concerns with COVID-19, we have decided in consultation with School Council, to 

cancel the program for this year. The Aquatic Centre is a shared, enclosed facility with a lot 

activity, and it simply would not be safe for our students to be in that environment at this 

stage. We trust you all understand and support this decision. 
 

COVID  19 update ï The most important thing to take note of is not to allow your kids to 

attend school if they are unwell. If you, or any members of your family experience any of the 

known COVID symptoms, please see a doctor as soon as possible and get tested! There are 

increasing numbers of cases in surrounding areas, and we certainly need to respect the advice 

of authorities and prevent the spread of the virus. We are continuing with additional cleaning 

and sanitising, as well as have separate break times and designated entrances and exits to the 

school. All camps and excursions have been put on hold, and we ask for patience and 

understanding as we work our way through these challenging times. Parents are reminded not 

to come on site and not to gather in groups outside the school boundaries. At this stage we are 

not required to wear masks, but students can happily wear one at school if they choose to.
